In order to cope potential floods and handle water during a cloudburst in an urban context, to enhance citizens’ safety sensation, and to create a more continued urban space, we have decided to implement some elements that cover the three mentioned concerns from a multifunctional manner.

From our integrated multifunctional solution, we highlight the introduction of our concept of Svandpe, from the mix of the danish words vand-water and svanpe- mushroom, which is a rain collecting infrastructure with the structure of an inverted mushroom shape made with hard recycled plastic, being transparent in the central core of the element that manages rainwater. inside the center of the structure, there is an empty cylinder which at the base carries a led lamp which light is reflected by a mirror located at the top, equipped with a solar panel used to illuminate the streets in a sustainable and innovative way. The main purpose of the transparent hard plastic and the inside cylinder is to show the citizen’s expressions since the cylinders will be decorated and personalized by the local people, especially from the school, in order to use it as a mechanism to bring closer the people to the park. In addition, a circular seat around the base of the Svandpe is installed, which at the same time has the function of temporal storage of water.

In a cloudburst event, rainwater will be collected in the Svandpes and will be driven into an undersurface tank. This means that the Svandpes will be interconnected under the ground, and the water stored could be used as grey water to irrigate local gardens and trees or provide water to local water bodies such as lakes or channels in dry seasons. Consequently, Svandpes would be located in a pathway along roads or parks, giving a visual continuity of the urban environment.

Inside this framework, Svanpe makes the rain a piece of art and bring the water closer to the people, creating an identity in the neighborhood and a less vulnerable and more resilient stronger community.
